	Essential accommodations, assistive technology, and/or modifications utilized in high school.

	Reading (basic reading/decoding, reading comprehension, reading fluency)
	Decoding and safety sight words are strengths, but Kathy struggles with retaining information from passages of 5 sentences or more. Kathy’s reading comprehension is at the third-grade level where she can identify key words and concepts that relate to an area of her interest.  She enjoys researching different breeds of cats and dogs on the Internet, and can relate this information in conversation 
	Kathy has successfully used a screen reader for reading directions in text.  Cues for job tasks should be provided either visually or verbally.  The use of technology with a work schedule/task schedule app on her cell phone will be helpful for her independence on the job.

	Math (calculation skills, algebraic problem solving, quantitative reasoning)
	Kathy can add, subtract, multiply, and divide decimal/currency figures using a calculator. Story problems, checkbook balancing, and budgeting continue to be areas of emergent skills. 
	Kathy successfully uses a calculator with simple mathematical equations.  In preparing for her independence with budgeting, she had been working with the Launch app (http://www.autismlaunchpad.org.au/learning/money/).

	Written Language (written expression, writing fluency, spelling)
	Kathy enjoys using her computer to write letters and e-mail messages to friends and acquaintances. Filling out forms, including job applications, is a challenge, but she can be successful given a guide with specific information needed for the task.
	Kathy finds most success in sharing her ideas through conversation.  If it is necessary for her to write things down, a list is the best format.  There are a couple of apps that Kathy has tried for this (sticky notes and RTM – Remember the Milk) and she has found success with both.

	Functional Performance (i.e. -  general ability and problem solving, attention and organization, communication, social skills, behavior, independent living, self-advocacy, learning style, vocational, employment, etc.)
	General Ability and Problem Solving:  Kathy is functioning in the below average range of ability as compared to her grade level peers. New situations are challenging to her, and she needs time to adjust and prepare for change.

Attention and Organization – Kathy effectively uses her day planner and accurately tells time to keep track of assignments and l appointments. Kathy has greatly reduced her distractibility and off-task time at her work experience sites.

Communication – This is a relative strength with supervisors, co-workers, and customers, however, Kathy sometimes interrupts people. 
Social Skills and Behavior – Kathy gets along well with adults, but sometimes is immature with her peers, especially males. Independent Living Skills – Kathy receives SSI. She lives in her parents’ home, does her laundry and cleaning independently. Her mom helps Kathy with shopping, cooking, waking up in the morning, and budgeting. Kathy completed driver education, but she is afraid to drive on busy roads. She has a dual signature checking account. Kathy eats healthy meals.

Self-Advocacy Skills – Kathy explains her strengths and accommodation needs, and usually does this in a positive and assertive manner.


	Kathy will continue to require support and guidance with her budgeting, shopping and money management.  Although she has her driver’s license, she prefers to ride public transportation, and will initially need support to arrange her schedule to assure that she gets places on time.

	Kathy will:

· Complete Customer Service course offered through Community Education program

· Complete a situational assessment funded by Voc Rehab at Safeway

· Consider completing additional training to pursue her secondary interest of working in a nursing home

· Stay in touch with VR Counselor to obtain help with new or additional employment

· Meet with supervisor at grocery store to discuss how to get more hours

· Meet with Benefit Specialist to plan for impact of earnings on SSI benefits

	Kathy will:

·  Meet with her representative from the Division of Developmental Disabilities (Sienna Smith)

· Visit County Vocational Services and sign up for their waiting list for housing

· Attend People in Transition Center’s monthly support group for recent high school graduates

· Work on driving skills several times per week to improve skills and confidence
