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CDLI Guide — How to use Microsoft Immersive Reader in
Canvas

When viewing pages and assignments in Canvas?, you will now find a button at the top right-hand
corner of the page to access Microsoft’s Immersive Reader?, a useful accessibility feature that allows
you to listen to your page content read aloud, adjust how the text appears, and more.
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Immersive Reader was designed with the learning needs of people with certain types of disabilities
including reading disabilities, dyslexia, ADHD, autism, visual impairments, sensory processing disorders,
and other learning differences. Immersive Reader is intended to improve reading comprehension and

attention while minimizing distractions. Immersive Reader can also be very helpful for learning new
languages.

Immersive Reader has several useful features that can be accessed through the interface.
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1 Immersive Reader is not currently available in Canvas Discussions or Files.
2 Immersive Reader is also available in other Microsoft 365 products including Word, Outlook, and OneNote, etc.
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1. Text Preferences
e Modify the visual appearance of the text to meet your individual preferences to make
the text easier for you to read.
2. Grammar Options
e Highlight grammatical elements.
3. Reading Preferences
e Enhance your reading experience, including translating the text into other languages.
4. Play
e Highlights each word as the page content is read aloud to you.
5. Voice Settings

e Modifies the voice settings to adapt to individual listening ‘(o""i‘”",“d ]
preferences including 1) voice speed and 2) female or male | . x|
voice selection.

processing.

e Photo dictionary includes translation services and a read aloud function to help new
language learners with pronunciation of new words.
